Course Description:
 MATH 0100 will contain essential foundational concepts needed for success in MATH 0304 but not frequently mastered by students who do not exhibit adequate preparation for the following topics:  numeracy with an emphasis on estimation and fluency with large numbers, evaluating expressions and formulas; rates, ratios, and proportions; percentages; solving equations; linear models; data interpretations including graphs and tables; verbal, algebraic and graphical representations of functions; exponential models.  No college credit.
