Course Description:  Collection, analysis, presentation and interpretation of data, and probability. 

Analysis includes descriptive statistics, correlation and regression, confidence intervals and 

hypothesis testing.  Use of appropriate technology is recommended. Three hours credit.

Core Curriculum Purpose and Objectives: 

Through the core curriculum, students will gain a foundation of knowledge of human cultures and the 

physical and natural world; develop principles of personal and social responsibility for living in a diverse 

world; and advance intellectual and practical skills that are essential for all learning.

Evaluation/Grading Policy:   

A series of online homework problems (OHM Lumen) will be worth 35% of your final grade, online 

Quizzes will count for 15%, and the Midterm and Final Exams will contribute to 50% of the final grade 

(25% each).  You’ll find it broken down below.  We will discuss proctoring options closer to the midterm.  

 

Students are required to have access to a computer with high-speed internet, a microphone, a webcam, and 

appropriate system rights to download and install the necessary software. Please note, the college does not

Homework via OHM Lumen is graded when submitted.  Other assignments including the Midterm and 

Final Exams are graded within 72 hours after the due date.

If you 

have trouble with any of the activities working properly, you might change your web browser as your 

first solution. The Default Browser in Windows 10 is Edge. This browser does not do well with 

Blackboard!  If you go to Windows Accessories you will find Internet Explorer still on your computer but 

is not your default browser. If you have any difficulties navigating with Edge, close it and go to Internet 

Explorer.
